             World History K/AP - TIME AND DATING 
The dating system historians use comes from a monk who lived in the Middle Ages by the name of Dionysus Exiguus.  In the year 532 he started a Christian system of dating events, beginning with the most important event in Christianity, the year that he believed Christ was born.  He called the years after this event anno domini of A.D. which is Latin for “in the year of our lord”.  Something that happened in 500 A.D. took place 500 years after the birth of Christ.  Today, to avoid religious meaning, historians refer to this portion of the timeline as C.E. which stands for the common era.

The years before the birth of Christ are called B.C. or before Christ.  The events of 249 B.C. took place 249 years before Christ was born.  B.C. dates are counted backwards, so the larger the numbers, the earlier the time.  Today,  to avoid religious meaning, historians refer to this portion of the timeline as B.C.E. which stands for before the common era.

Actually Dionysus made a slight error in the calculation of when Christ was born.  Historians now believe that Christ was born sometime between 4 and 6 B.C.  They believe this because the Gospel account of his birth said that he was born in the reign of Herod the Great, and we know that Herod died in 4 B.C.  Therefore, Jesus was born sometime before or during 4 B.C.


Names for the centuries always appear to be one number larger, such as the 20th century is the 1900’s.  This happens because the 1st century was the years 1-100.  The 2nd century would then be 101-200, and so on.

The Gregorian Calendar
In the West, we measure time using the Gregorian calendar, which was developed to replace an inaccurate old Roman calendar. The abbreviations A.D. (anno Domini, or "the year of our Lord") or B.C. ("before Christ") used in dates, imply, or suggest, that the birth of Christ was a central point in history. But a Buddhist or a Jew would not consider the birth of Christ to be so important.

In fact, there are other calendars in use of the world today. The Chinese calendar begins in 2698 B.C. on the Gregorian calendar. The Islamic calendar begins on the date when Mohammed traveled from Mecca to Medina (622 on the Gregorian calendar). The Hebrew calendar begins in 3760 B.C. You can compare dates on the Hebrew and Gregorian calendars by looking at the time line below. 

In spite of the existence of all these other calendars, the Gregorian calendar is used around the world for keeping track of time. To avoid ties to one specific religion or culture, many scholars now prefer to use the abbreviation C.E. ("common era") to replace A.D., and B.C.E. ("before the common era") to replace B.C.
